As supporters of Boca Ballet Theatre Company, | am sure you are taking pride in its continued
growth and success. We are reaching more young people every day. The Company has
rightfully claimed a place as part of the cultural backbone of this community.

As you may be aware, the past year was one of the most challenging years in BBT’s history. A
fire forced our eviction and forced us into an unplanned capital campaign and move. This
challenge came at a difficult time for arts organizations in general, with nationwide funding cuts,
economic recession and a dramatic drop in governmental foundation and private financial support.
Last year many of our local cultural institutions ceased to exist. Thanks to you, our loyal patrons
and legions of committed volunteers, BBT managed to make the move to our new location and
complete “Phase 1” of our build-out. I'm sure you will all agree the new facility is spectacular. Itis
this new facility that will assist Boca Ballet Theatre to secure its role as the premier community
youth ballet company in the area, state and country.

The expansion to this new larger facility was necessary and the most cost effective to be found in
Boca Raton. However, the increased costs of operations in
the new facility have created serious new challenges and
unavoidably moving in the middle of an academic year
precluded absorbing any increase in operating expenses
through supplementary enrollment until next fall.
