 It was 1877 in St. Petersburg, Russia, that La Baya-
d¯re had its premiere at the beginning of the Golden Age of the 
Imperial Ballet at the Maryinsky Theater. Based on the Indian 
classic poems by Kalidasa, Sakuntala and The Cart of Clay, the 
tale of love, betrayal and redemption set in Royal India in the 
exotic Far East was a huge success. It helped to propel the 
career of its creator, Marius Petipa who went on to create other 
masterpieces such as The Sleeping Beauty, The Nutcracker, 
and Swan Lake. 
 For most of the 20

th
 century La Bayad¯re in its entirety 

was virtually unknown to western audiences. The most famous 
scene, from Act II known as The Kingdom of the Shades, is a 
demonstration of Petipaôs creative genius. The image of multi-
ple young ballerinas in white tutuôs descending on to the stage 
in arabesque as though from the clouds is pure elegance in the  

 
simplicity of its design. There is an ethereal, other world quality, 
an image that Petipa also utilized for Act II of Swan Lake.  
 The most important full length revival of La Bayad¯re 
was staged by Natalia Makarova after the original by Petipa at 
American Ballet Theater (ABT) in 1980. Fast forward to April 
17, 2004 and the production by Boca Ballet Theatre at Olympic 
Heights Performing Arts Theater and it is easy to see why this 
classic continues to captivate audiences. Co-Artistic Directors 
Dan Guin and Jane Tyree have managed to pull off an amaz-
ing feat in their staging. Though theirs may not be as grand a 
production as you will find in ABTôs production at the Metropoli-
tan Opera House, it is a fully realized and charming version that 
possesses all the opulence and spectacle utilizing the re-
sources at their disposal. The stage decorations created by 
Stott Stevens and Seton Smith are beautiful. The costumes 
by Ines Aperlo, June Landrith, Kim Martin, and Terry Welch 
dress the dancers perfectly in the era and style they are intend-
ed to evoke. The principal guest dancers, however, are as  
grand and as magnificent as you will find anywhere.  

 
ABT principals, Amanda McKerrow in the role of Nikiya, a tem-
ple dancer, and Jose Manuel Carre¶o as Solor, a warrior, are 
two of the finest dancers of this generation. McKerrowôs 
doomed Nikiya was thoughtful and intricately phrased, while 
Carre¶o with his movie star good looks and power house tech-
nique brought out the full sense of the warrior that is Solor. Hi-
roko Sakakibara of Miamiôs Maximum Dance Company laced 
her Gamzatti with a dark sensuality on top of rock solid bravura 
dancing.  Cincinnati Balletôs Michael Wardlaw brought both fire 
and cool technical prowess to his duel roles as  Magdaveya, 
Head Fakir, and The Bronze Idol. It is such a gift to be offered 
the opportunity to experience dancers of their caliber here in 
Boca Raton.  
 Guin and Tyree set forth a demanding challenge by 
staging such a huge production. In doing so they infuse the 
capable young dancers of Boca Ballet Theater with a sense of 
quality and good taste that is appropriate to the high standards 
they are surrounded by. This in turn enables them to be a 
strong ensemble, a is key factor to any good production. Boca 
Ballet Theatre is indeed a gift to the community.
